FOODPRINT TORONTO: Program Announced

Saturday, July 31, 2010: 12:30 – 5.00 p.m.

Artscape Wychwood Barns (map)
From an urban fruit forager to a Chippewa fisherman, Foodprint Toronto will bring together food producers and entrepreneurs in discussion with city policy-makers, activists, and some of Toronto’s most interesting architects, artists, historians, and critics.

SAN FRANCISCO & MONTREAL – July 26, 2010 – In just over a week, on Saturday, July 31, from 12:30 to 5:00 p.m., Foodprint Toronto co-curators Sarah Rich and Nicola Twilley wlll bring together a remarkable group of panelists for four back-to-back conversations that will generate fresh perspectives on the relationship between food and the city. 

12:30 – 1:30 p.m.: Zoning Diet
How do zoning, policy, and economics shape Toronto’s food systems?
Jessica Duffin Wolfe, Barbara Emanuel, Pat Pessotto, Lola Sheppard

1:30 – 2:30 p.m.: Culinary Cartography
What can we learn when we map Toronto using food as the metric?

How has today’s food culture in Toronto been shaped by social changes, economic fluctuations, and technological innovations throughout the city’s history?

4:00 – 5:00 p.m.: Feast, Famine, and Other Scenarios
What are the opportunities and challenges of Toronto’s possible food futures?

The first panel of the day unites the co-author of the city’s newly adopted Food Connections strategy (Emanuel), with an architect whose research uses infrastructure as a lens through which to understand sites such as the Green Belt and the Ontario Food Terminal (Sheppard), the VP of Procurement at Longo’s grocery chain, and a journalist whose recent articles include an overview of the fight to change Toronto’s restrictive street vending laws (Duffin Wolfe). “Of course, policy, infrastructure, and economics are all vast subjects in and of themselves,” admits Twilley, the Zoning Diet panel moderator. “But by asking such a diverse group to comment on a handful of tangible but relatively unknown examples, I think we’ll offer our audience a genuinely eye-opening introduction to the hidden corsetry that shapes the city’s foodscape.”

Following on from that, Sarah Rich will ask her Culinary Cartography panelists to share what they have learned about Toronto and its residents as they map its fruit trees, redesign its ravines, go in search of its lost greenhouses, and ask children to act as restaurant critics on Queen St. West. Guest moderator Geoff Manaugh, of the popular architecture website BLDGBLOG, explains that he is expecting conversations on the Edible Archaeology panel to range from “tracing native and immigrant traditions within the Toronto food system, to shifting trends in restaurant design and school food.” 

Foodprint Project co-founders Sarah Rich and Nicola Twilley will team up to lead the final conversation of the day, challenging their speakers to imagine the future of food in Toronto. A business specialist (Wolfson), community food activist (Scharf), agriculture and climate change researcher (Fraser), and visionary editor (Knechtel) will offer their insights into practical ways to scale up urban agriculture and re-integrate food processing throughout the city. They will also make more speculative suggestions as to how shrinking global reserves of fossil fuels and water might affect Toronto’s ability to feed its growing population over the next half-century and beyond.


Foodprint Toronto is open to the public (with seating for up to 400): admission is by donation ($5 suggested) at the door, with no RSVP required. It will also be available to view online at www.ustream.tv/channel/foodprint-toronto. It is curated by Sarah Rich and Nicola Twilley, and will take place on Saturday, July 31, from 12:30 to 5:00 pm.
